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What Is NCEA?

The National Certificate of Educational Achievement (or NCEA) is a qualification for New Zealand
senior secondary school students, awarded at Levels 1, 2 ded&@ly all subjects are assessed both
externally and internally. The main externahssessmentnethod isexternal examinations (marked
outside the school) angdortfolios (Art/Graphics/Technology) are also examie&ternally All subjects

have parts that arénternally assessed (marked within the school). Internal assessment results gained
within the school count aBINAL grades towards the NCEA. Internal assessment is used for parts of
the curriculum where a written examination is unsuitable, e.g. research skills, practical performances
(Music/Drama), science experimergt.

NCEA is administered by NZQA (New Zealand QuatifisaAuthority) who also run the external
examinations. Although the external examinations are on the school campus, an Exam Centre Manager
employed by NZQA oversees the examinations, not the school. All NZQA rules and regulations must be
adhered to in eveything to do with the NCEA.

NZQA <checks all school s’ internal assessment
assessment across all New Zealand schools is fair, consistent and at the national standard. Samples o
work from each subject areeat to NZQA to be moderated (checked), to ensure that NPGHS is marking
to the national standard.

How Does NCEA Work?

Each subject has a number of Achievement Standards which are assessed externally and internally anc
Unit Standards which are assessetkinally. Each Standard has clear criteria stating the level of
knowledge and skills required to meet the standard. Each Standard is worth a set number of credits.
If you meet the standard you receive the credits.

Achievement Standards are recognised at:

1 an unsatisfactory level N ot achieved
1 a satisfactory level A chieved

1 avery good level M erit

1 an outstanding level E xcellence

The grade (A, M, E) does not affect the number of credits received. If you pass whether at A, M, or E
level you receive athe available credits. The number of Ms and Es gained will however affect your
grade averageNZQA awards merit and excellence endorsements for students gaining over 50 Ms or
Es respectively.

Most subjects offeup to 24 credits (predominantlAchievemenStandards). Some subjects at NPGHS
offer Unit Standards for part or all of the course. ALL Unit Standards are internally assessdd
contribute credits toward NCEAJnit Standardsire graded atAchieved / Not Achieved.

Recognising High Achievement: Endorsements

NCEA can be ‘“endorsed’ to reflect high achiev
two types of endorsement: Certificate Endorsement, and Course Endorsement.

Certificate Endorsement: If you gain 50 credits at Excellence your NCEA will be endorsed with
Excellence. If you gain 50 credits at Merit (or a mix of Merit and Excellence) your NCEA will be endorsed
with Merit.

Course Endorsement: If in a single year you gairb or more credits at Merit and/or Excellence for a
course, you will gain endorsement in that course. T¥asnew for all NCEA levels in 201t.least 3
creditsmust be fromexternally assessed standards and 3 credits frimternally assessed standards
in that course. (Note: this condition does not apply to Physical Education, Religious Studies| &
Visual Arts).

It is really worth striving tayain Merit or Excellence grades foave this extra recognition of your
abilities. Emfpyers and tertiary institutions now consider how well you have achieved, rather than just
the number of credits.

Literacy and Numeracy Unit Standards

These standards have been designed to be used in schools, tertiary and workplace programmes an
support the principle of embedded literacy and numeracy.

The standards have been designeing the following definitions:

Literacyis the written and oral language people use in their everyday life and work. It includes reading,
writing, speaking, and listening. Skills in this area are essential for good communication, active
participation, citical thinking and problem solving.

Numeracyis the bridge between mathematics and daily life. It includes the knowledge and skills needed
to apply mathematics to everyday family and financial matters, work and community tasks.

Literacy and Numeracy using te reo Maori

Except for standards that specifically require the use of a specified language, students can be assesse
against all standards wusing te reo Maori or En

The new achievement standards developed for te rea Mare eligible to count to the literacy
requirement for NCEA Level 1.

Level 4 English for Academic Purposes Unit Standards

Two of the NZQF Level 4 English for Academic Purposes (EAP) unit standards (formerly ESOL) have be
identified as meeting th@ew literacy requirement. These are:

There is no requirement to achieve both reading and writing through the EAP standards. It is possible
to achieve the five reading credithrough achievement standards and the five writing credits through
the EAP standards or vice versa.

IQPs (Individual Qualifications Plans) at NPGHS

IQPs (Individual Qualifications Plans) are available to students wHikelseto struggle tachieve
the NCEA. Two possible solutions exist, omedsicing the number oftandards a student isrgered
for in that given year;he other is aiming teaompletethe NCEA over a two year period.

IQPs for Reducing the Number of Credits:

A formal process exists whereby any student applying for reduced credits will meet with their Dean
who will consult with subject teachers, contact parents and determirerdly agreed IQP for the
student. Note that this is only available to serds significantly atisk of notachievingNCEA unless
suchaninterventionis made.

Students reducing their number of credits will still attend all themssés and complete the same
subject learning as the rest of the class but they will only coteflee assessments for which they
are entered. This will reduce their assessment work laavingthem to focus on achieng the
standards they are entered for.

IQPs for Completing the NCEA Over 2 Years:

For a small numberfestudents it will only beealstic to tackle half of the NCEA in one year and
compete the other half the next yar. Such students wihave an IQRand an IEP (Individual
Education Plan). Developing this plan will invahe Dean, subject teacheasmid MrsMcVicar(Head
of Learning Support).

LearningSupport Centre)The level of support will vary on a needs basis and in agreement with the
student, parents and teachers concerned.
